FIGURES OF SPEECH

» PERSONIFICATION- let my country awake
* When a human quality is given to a non living thing.

e Rabindranath Tagore gives the country the qualities of a human by asking it to
awaken from sleep.

» ALLITERATION- Dreary desert

* When the same sound is repeated at the beginning of adjacent words or closely
connected words.

e Rabindranath Tagore alliterates the ‘d” sound.

» METAPHOR- clear stream of reason
* When a word is applied to an object to which it is literally not applicable.

 Rabindranath Tagore uses clear stream for reason. Normally, clear stream would
be used to describe water.
